PARK RULES AND REGULATIONS

Prior to the acceptance of a lease for certain facilities, a statement of the activities planned or use intended, including a
projected number of participants, adults present, a list or schedule of events must be presented in writing to the Department.
Signs and banners promoting the event shall be approved in writing by the Director in advance and must be in accordance
with all City of Villa Rica sign ordinances. Signs and banners shall be removed immediately following the event.

LED signage application must be submitted to Director for approval in order to promote event on THE MILL’s marquee.
Read attached policies and procedures prior to submitting application.

Keys to facilities are issued once the deposit and rental fee is paid. Control of City-owned keys is the responsibility of the
Lessee as signed on pg 1. Keys shall be returned within two business days of the rental, or deposit will not be returned.
Before any Lessee may obtain a lease agreement for any portion of the park facility, a $200 security deposit must be
received to protect the City of Villa Rica and its facilities against any damages that may occur. Once this deposit is
received, event will be placed on calendar.

Rental fee ($300) must be paid no later than two weeks prior to scheduled event.

This $200 security deposit will be returned to the Lessee after the facility is inspected and deemed clean and acceptable. If
the facility does not meet inspection criteria, the Department will retain the full deposit, even if the repair or cleaning of the
facility does not require the full amount.

Refunds available ONLY if cancellation is made 2 weeks before the rental date. Booking of facilities followed by a pattern
of cancellations may result in loss of rental privileges for a period determined by the Director.

The Villa Rica Parks & Recreation Department reserves the right to cancel events or activities due to inclement weather or
when use may cause unnecessary damage to the facility. If the Department cancels the event due to inclement weather or
unforeseen emergencies, Lessee will be refunded any fees for that date or additional dates, if applicable.

Parking at THE MILL is limited (130 spaces), and rental of this facility does not necessarily imply that parking will be
available adjacent to this venue for all event-goers.

Lessee/activity sponsors are liable for personal injury to participants and/or spectators. The Lessee must sign the Hold
Harmless Agreement, and if deemed necessary, may be required to produce a liability insurance policy for participants

and spectators, naming the City as an additional insured.

In case of an emergency, Lessee should call 911 for assistance.

10:00pm sound ordinance shall be adhered to, and facility will be closed no later than 11:00pm.

Stage lighting shall be turned off at the conclusion of the event. Failure to do so will result in loss of deposit.

Smoking is permitted in designated areas only.
The following are not permitted on THE MILL amphitheater grounds: Dogs, skateboards, possession and/or use of alcohol

or controlied substances, glass containers or weapons.
The City of Villa Rica and the Villa Rica Parks & Recreation Department as administrators of the facilities under their care

are not responsible for the loss or theft of any personal items left by Lessees.
The use of radios, amplified sound devices, musical instruments, etc. are strictly limited to volumes audible to the

immediate area or amenity leased.

The use of profanity, racial or personal slurs or other socially unacceptable behavior is prohibited.

In certain instances Lessor may require the presence of a staff member or an off-duty Villa Rica Police Department Officer
at a function presented by Lessee. Salary for such staff person or for a Villa Rica officer will be paid by Lessee in addition
to the cost of the lease agreement and security deposit and at an amount to be determined at lease signing.

The use of pyrotechnics, candles, portable stoves, grills, Sterno-type warmers, or other fire producing devices or materials

are strictly prohibited on park property without written permission from the Director.

Lessee is responsible for all permits as required by law or ordinance for business, tents, food vending, etc. All concessions
are subject to Department of Health regulations relative to food service.

Entrance fees (gate fees) are subject to approval by the Director and shall be for the immediate area only. Admission fees

shall not be charged to general park users without prior written permission of the Director.

Electronic Message Center Marquee
Policies and Procedures

1. The following type of erganizations may, upon the approval of the Director of Parks and
Recreation, have access to placing messages on the marquee free of charge. The Director
shall have the authority to determine which organizations may place messages on the
marquee, when, and in what order messages shall run and for how long they may remain
placed on the marquee.

« City government and other government agencies.

» Marquee sign donor

« Facillty Renter (Applies to The Mill Amphitheater only)

o City civic and civic improvement organizations.

« City community service organizations.

« Non-profit organizations concerned with public health or safety.

« Other similar organizations approved by the Director of Parks and Recreation.

2. Message content shall not include business advertisements or any information of a
strictly or significantly commercial nature. No promotions for any individual business or
group of businesses or any type of commercial activity shall be permitted.

3. Religlous institutions and organizations shall not be permitted to place messages on the
marquee sign which promote the institution or organization or religious services, religious
affairs or religious messages. However, subject to conditions of approval, religlous
institutions and organizations may place messages announcing charity events, fund raising
events, community service events and similar activities providing that all events are of a
non-religious nature and are open to all members of the general public.

4. Messages will be posted a minimum of once per hour, 24 hours/day and may run for a
maximum of fourteen (14) days.

5. All requests must be submitted on the attached application form 2 weeks prior to the
requested posting date, and no more than 60 days prior to the requested posting date. No
information may be submitted by telephone.

6. Message content shall not include references to or mention alcoholic beverages, tobacco
products or other wordage that, in the opinion of the Director of Parks and Recreation would
be considered offensive ar inappropriate according to community standards.

7. All City sponsored events have priority. All other submissions will be given priority based
on time received.

8. The Parks and Recreation Department offers no guarantee with respect to appearance of
messages on the marquee, The number of seconds in which the message will be displayed
shall be solely determined by the Department of Parks and Recreation. Prospective users
are encouraged to use a variety of media for events and not to rely solely on the marquee.

9. The number of messages which appear in any given time period is limited. During busy
times, the Parks and Recreation Department may elect to limit or not program submitted
events.

10. Messages are limited due to the size of the sign. Information must include event name,
date, time, place, contact person and number. Graphlcs (i.e. logo) may be attached and

used upon staff's discretion.

11. All requests will be approved in advance by the Parks and Recreation Department and
may be edited for conciseness, clarity, and conformity to the limitations of the marquee.
